The bishops ask for our swift
action and our prayers. We can help make sure that health care reform will
protect the lives, dignity, conscience and health of all, especially the most
vulnerable.

This is also the time of year when we are faced with the sad anniversary of
January in 1973, when abortion first became legal in our country. The annual
March for Life which is a peaceful pilgrimage to our nation’s capital to pray and
witness to our country’s need to respect all human life will take place on
Friday, January 22. On page 6 of this bulletin, you can find out how to
participate in the March. Our participation is being funded by the gift of a very
generous donor who has assumed the cost of the bus ride. Even if you
cannot participate in the March, we all need to pray for people’s hearts and
minds to be converted in such a way that innocent life will be protected and
the life of every individual of our society will be treated with the reverence that
God intended.

» On page 7 of this bulletin, you will find the announcement of our upcoming
celebration of Catholic Schools’ Week, inviting all those who may be interested
to an Open House on Sunday, January 24. Saint Joseph’s School continues to

As long-time advocates of health care reform, the U.S. Catholic bishops continue to make the moral
case that genuine health care reform must protect the life, dignity, consciences and health of all,
especially the poor and vulnerable. Health care reform should not advance a pro-abortion agenda in
our country.

e On November 7, the U.S. House of Representatives passed major health care reform that
reaffirms the essential, longstanding and widely supported policy against using federal funds
for elective abortions and includes positive measures on affordability and immigrants.

e On December 24, the U.S. Senate rejected this policy and passed health care reform that
requires federal funds to help subsidize and promote health plans that cover elective
abortions. All purchasers of such plans will be required to pay for other people’s abortions
through a separate payment solely to pay for abortion.

e Outside the abortion context, neither bill has adequate conscience protection for health care

providers, plans or employers.

e These two bills must now be combined into one bill that both the House and Senate will vote
on in final form. Provisions against abortion funding and in favor of conscience protection,
affordability, and immigrants’ access to health care must be part of a fair and just health care

reform bill, or the final bill must be opposed.
