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Open House, Sunday, January 29, 2012
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Dear Parishioners,

When we think of words that describe the lives
and personalities of the saints, those that come readily to
mind are often extravagant adjectives or elaborate
phrases such as courageous, ascetic, fervent,
miraculous, patient and longsuffering, inspired,
supernaturally gifted, zealous, exceedingly humble, or
such formidable nouns as martyr, mystic, eremite,
visionary, often earning them exotic nicknames such as
Seraphic Doctor (Bonaventure), Hammer of Heretics
(Anthony of Padua), The Little Flower (Therese of
Lisieux), Angelic Doctor (Thomas Aquinas) , Flower of
Sanctity (Rose of Lima), or Lily of the Mohawks (Kateri
Tekakwitha.) Rarely do we think at first of the adjectives
tactful, courteous, cultured, and charming, the nouns
gentleman and diplomat as part and parcel of the saintly
character. Yet those were outstanding characteristics,
along with those familiar virtues and hallmarks of sanctity
named above, of the life of a great saint, a missionary, a
preacher and theologian, a bishop and Doctor of the
Church whose influence throughout his life and long after
has been hard to overestimate, a saint whose feast we
celebrate this week on January 24: St. Francis de Sales.

Francis was born into a family of the lesser
nobility of France in 1567, the eldest of 13 children of
devout Catholic parents. He received the usual
education of a child of his background, eventually
studying in universities in Annency, Paris, and Padua.
He was expected to go into the legal profession and
inherit the family holdings, but he felt the call of a
vocation and somewhat to the disappointment of his
family was ordained a priest in 1593.

The late sixteenth and the early seventeenth
centuries were a time of great social unrest and religious
ferment. France, for one example, had been ripped
apart through the 1500’s by successive “Wars of
Religion.” The Catholic Church, having weathered the
ravages of the Protestant Reformation, had just
embarked upon her own Counter Reformation. A “New
Evangelization” (to borrow a phrase from Blessed John
Paul 1), was one result of the reforms of the Council of
Trent.

One particular concern of the Church was the
French Calvinists living along the Swiss border, and one
specific center of missionary endeavor was Switzerland.
Francis began his ministry as a travelling preacher, trying
to win back souls who had abandoned their Catholic
heritage; and typical of his insight and imagination, one
tool that he employed with particular success was the
printing press. He published tracts and pamphlets
presenting, in practical, easy-to-understand language,
the traditional doctrines of the Church, as well as the
catechetical teachings of the Council of Trent. (For his
resourcefulness in recognizing and employing the
technology of his time, Francis was declared the patron
of journalists by Blessed Pius IX, who canonized him in
1877.) But converts were won as much by the gentle

and joyful personality of the preacher as by the
compelling force of his arguments. Eventually Francis
was sent to Geneva, a Calvinist stronghold, to continue
his labors as the bishop of that diocese.

All of his biographers highlight Francis’ kind and
gracious  manner. Even  while  preaching
uncompromisingly against heresy and error, he did so
with a charitable and politic approach that won him the
admiration even of his opponents. He would challenge
the position, condemn the fault, and correct the error, but
always treat the individual with courtesy and respect. A
Calvinist minister in Geneva said of the Roman Catholic
bishop, “If we honored any man as a saint, | know of no
one since the days of the apostles more worthy of it than
this man.”

In his book, The Introduction to the Devout
Life, Francis propounded his view that holiness of life is
the calling of every Christian, even in the most secular of
circumstances and occupations, not to be confined to the
convent or the cloister: “It is a mistake, a heresy, to want
to exclude devoutness of life from among soldiers, from
shops and offices, from royal courts, from the homes of
the married.” Sanctity is for everyone, in ordinary life,
with out exaggeration — not just for the sheltered or
privileged few. And a constant in his ministry and his
temperament was his spirit of joy and optimism. His was
not a dour or repressive spirituality — rather one of
profound vitality and enthusiasm.

Perhaps | propose the life, ministry, and
spirituality Francis de Sales for our reflection because his
virtues of civility, courtesy, and respect are often sadly
lacking in contemporary civil dialogue. This seems
especially in evidence as we are in the first throes of an
election year. And if this is the case of the primaries,
what of the general election itself? Negative
campaigning, replete with innuendo, backbiting, and
personal defamation has become an accepted staple of
political strategy. Condemned loudly by all, to be sure,
but nonetheless used regularly because it seems to be
so successful in turning the electorate’s heads.
Personality occupies so much of the debates and
political commentary that we can easily lose sight of the
vital issues. Slogans can eclipse content in debate;
controversy can too easily substitute for veracity;
confrontation replaces dialogue. Discourtesy and insult
can be the last resort when truth and accuracy are
abandoned. Francis de Sales once declared, “| hate
duplicity as | hate death.” He would never cheapen his
mission and the message of faith with dubious method or
unworthy misrepresentation. He didn’t have to. He was
confident of the power of truth to win minds and of charity
to transform souls.

This urbane, cultured humanist, a man of letters
and social graces, conversant in matters of art and of
world affairs, this devout Catholic priest, this
consummate Christian gentleman, is the saint we honor
this week on January 24. A man of his times, to be sure.
Perhaps a man for our times as well.
